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DONAUSCHWABEN PROFILE: 
ANTON DREHER 
Dreher was an Austrian brewer and entrepreneur 
known by some as ‘The Beer King’ for his 
development of pale lager in the mid 19th century. 
Following a study/journeyman’s brewing tour with 
stops in Bavaria, England, and Scotland, he (at the 
age of twenty-six) took over the family brewery in 
Schwechat (just outside Vienna) where he combined 
advanced English malting techniques with Bavarian 
bottom fermentation to create a smooth, amber-hued 
beer which later came to be known as Vienna lager. 
This Gerstensaft took the Austro-Hungarian Empire 

by storm and served as the 
prototype for the Märzen 
style which for more than 
a century was the primary 
beer style at Oktoberfest in 
Munich. In 1862 Dreher’s 
work was honoured by the 
Emperor Franz Joseph I, 
when he was made a Knight of 
the Imperial Austrian Order 
of Franz Joseph [awarded 
for merit in civil, military, or 
artistic service].
